The competition will take place from the 17th to the 23rd of May 2008. The 17th and the 18th will be official training days with a similar schedule to that of competition days.

Participants must register at the airfield office on arrival and in any case, no later than the first day of the championship (Monday the 19th).

A prize-giving ceremony will be held on Friday the 23rd during dinner at the airfield restaurant. Those who wish to attend the dinner must pre-book as soon as they know how many crew members will be attending.

A daily briefing session will be held at 10 am in order to provide weather forecasts and information on the daily tasks, special procedures, classification tables, runway and grid positions and time of first launch.

After all competition gliders are airborne, non-competition gliders operating from Santa Cilia will be launched. It is important to note that there will be some non-competition traffic.

Possession of a hand radio is compulsory for moving glider around the airfield with a private vehicle.  

The 8th edition of the Pyrenees Cup is a F.A.I. second+ category event.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES

Participating pilots should have at least 100 hours of glider flying and should know and understand the safety procedures of mountain flying.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

HIGH VISIBILITY MARKINGS
High visibility markings are part of flying safety and therefore are highly recommended.
GNSS

Cables and software for downloading flights from GNSS devices should be made available to the organizers for scoring if necessary.

GENERAL FLYING PROCEDURES

UNITS OF MEASUREMENT
Measurements will be made using the metric system, with the exception of wind measurements, which will be in knots.

LAUNCH PROCEDURES FOR MOTORGLIDERS


Self-launching gliders should cut out engines below 1200 m QNH.


AREAS WHERE CIRCLING IS ONLY PERMITTED TO THE LEFT


Not applicable unless otherwise specified at the briefing.


GRID

There will be a draw for positions on the first competition day. On subsequent days the grid order will be shifted by two positions.

START

The start will be a 3 km line unless otherwise notified at the briefing session. The starting line will be opened 20 minutes after the last take-off of participants. The opening of the starting line will be announced on the radio on the start frequency and this will be the only valid starting time. The announcement will be made in Spanish and English. The organizers will also make an announcement 10 minutes prior to opening. The participants should report their starting time to the organizers through a crew-member or on the championship frequency no later than 30 minutes after the starting announcement.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR OUTLANDING

Pilots landing out must communicate their position as soon as possible to the organizers, either directly or through a crew member. On arrival at the airfield, the flight recorder must be handed in to the organizers.

FINISH

The finish line will be a one-kilometre wide line centred on the runway axis unless otherwise notified during the briefing session. Participants should announce their arrival at a distance of 10 km from the finish line on the finish frequency and report if it will be a high-speed arrival or a direct landing. The organizers will report runway in use and wind information. At this point, participants must change to the landing frequency.
LANDING

After a high-speed passage, turns should be carried out to the south in order to separate competition traffic from standard traffic, which operates to the north of the airfield. Direct landings should notify long final. Downwind or final should be notified in all cases.

FLIGHT DOCUMENTATION

Participants or crew members should bring the GNSS recorder or disc with the IGC file to the organizers within 30 minutes of landing.

SCORING
The scoring method is described in the abovementioned Annex A of the Sporting Code. A 1000-point scoring system will be used. 

LIST OF HANDICAPS

The DaeC list of handicaps will be used.

PENALTY FOR FLYING OVER AREAS OF EXCLUSION

Flying over San Juan de la Peña is strictly forbidden. Full details may be obtained during briefing sessions. Failure to comply with this rule will result in disqualification from the day’s events.
